1999-2005 yillar1 arasinda ilk6gretime kayitli 6grenci sayist 647 milyondan 688 milyona
ulasmustir. Ozellikle Sahra Colii’niin giineyinde %36, bat1 ve giiney Asya’da ise bu oran %22
artmistir.

2000 yilindan bu yana 14 tlkede okul harclar1 onemli bir engel olusturmaya devam
etmektedir.

Egitim kalitesinin diigiik olmast EFA hedeflerine erisim yolundaki ilerlemeyi baltalamaktadir.

Cahillik veya bir baska degisle okuryazar olmayan kisiler ¢ok diisiik seviyede politik ilgi
odagi olmakta ve bununla birlikte kiiresel bir utang olmaya devam etmektedir. Ozellikle
toplumdaki farkli gruplara mensup olanlarda her 5 yetiskinden 1’1 okuryazar degildir.
Kadinlarda ise bu oran daha yiiksek olup, 4’te 1’dir.

Diisiik gelirli iilkelerde temel egitim 6denekleri 2000-2004 yillari arasinda iki kat artmis
ancak 2005 yilinda ciddi oranda azalmuistir.

129 iilkeden 51’1 EFA hedeflerine ulasmis veya ulagmak {izeredir. 53 iilke yolu yarilamis, 25
iilke ise hedefin ¢ok uzagindadir.

Erken ¢ocukluk donemi bakim ve egitim programlar1 genel olarak en fakir ve en dezavantajli
cocuklara ulasamamaktadir.

Gelismis tlkelerde yetiskin okuryazarlik oran1 1985-1994 periyodunda %68 iken, 1995-2004
yillarinda %77 ye yiikselmistir.

Ulkelerin sadece %75’i cinsiyet esitligi endeksine ilkdgretim diizeyinde yakin veya ulasmustir.
%47’s1 ise ortadgretim hedefine yakindir.



Erkek cocuklarmin ortadgretimde kayit ve basart konusunda beklenenin altinda olmasi
giderek artan bir endise yaratmaktadir.

Diinya ¢apinda pek c¢ok iilkede dil ve matematik 6grenme becerileri bakimindan esitsizlik
bulunmaktadir.

Pek ¢ok hiikiimet maliyet nedeniyle sozlesmeli Ogretmen ¢alistirmakta ve bu durum
gelecekteki kalite lizerine olumsuz etkileri olacaktir.
